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OKD in numbers

· The company is the only hard coal producer in the Czech Republic

· In terms of turnover, the company ranks among the top 20 businesses in the country – in 2008, the company placed 12th in the CZECH TOP 100 ranking. It placed 15th in 2009

· In the Moravian-Silesian Region, the company is second only to the Moravia Steel group in terms of turnover

· The company is one of the biggest taxpayers in the country, while it also contributes billions to the national budget in the form of social security and health insurance payments

· The company also pays significant contributions to local authority budgets in the Moravian-Silesian Region in the form of levies on exploited minerals and mining areas to the tune of around CZK 100 million annually

· The company is the largest private employer in the Moravian-Silesian Region – in 2010, the company had nearly 13,500 core employees and provided jobs for another 4,000 employees sourced from contractors

· The wages of OKD workmen significantly exceed both the regional and national averages:

· In 2010, the average OKD worker’s wage reached nearly CZK 32,500

· The average worker’s wage in the Moravian-Silesian Region for the first nine months of 2010 is estimated at CZK 21,300

· The company places a great emphasis on the occupational health and safety of its employees – more than CZK 500 million has been invested in personal protective equipment over the last three years

· OKD is the second most generous donor in the Czech Republic – in 2009 and 2010, OKD ranked second in the prestigious TOP FILANTROP 2010 contest

· Over the last three years, the company has donated nearly CZK 100 million in support to sport, cultural and educational projects; roughly 80 per cent of the support was disbursed in the Moravian-Silesian Region

· Through its OKD Foundation, which receives one per cent of OKD's gross annual profit, the company has supported more than 800 publicly beneficial projects with CZK 123 million

· The OKD Foundation will distribute CZK 60 million in 2011

· The company is aware of its responsibility to the environment and invests billions in reclamation projects and in providing compensation for damage caused by mining:

· In 2010 alone, OKD spent nearly CZK 148 million on reclamation projects

· Since 2003, the costs of reclamation projects have amounted to CZK 610.3 million
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
